Wear:

· Horizontal lines above the waist

· Bell shaped skirts

· Bright colours above the waist

· High necklines/crew or polo necklines

· Choker necklaces

· Tops with gathers across the chest

· Shoulder pads to create width

· Dark colours below waist to detract attention

· Rough textures below waist that absorb light to detract attention
