2.1 It is very durable (1) It can be maintained easily if kept from drying out and away from liquids (1) It is versatile/different uses/can be used for outdoor furniture (1) It is reusable and recyclable (1) It is strong (1) It can resist breakage when bent thus it can be shaped easily (1) Retain its shape under pressure (1) Easily constructed to form strong and firm furniture (1) any 6 (6 marks) 

2.2.1 Economy includes the price, hidden costs such as delivery, installation and maintenance cost and a warranty or guarantee. (1) Make sure you take all these costs into account when evaluating the price and quality of furniture. (1)It is best to shop around and find the best buy rather than buy furniture on the spur of the moment. (1) The maintenance costs are not always kept in mind. You should buy furniture that is easy to clean and easy to maintain in a good state (1) any 2 (2) 

2.2.2 Strong and durable furniture will last long. (1) When choosing furniture, it is important to keep in mind the wear and tear to which it will be subjected. (1) For example, furniture for a family with children and a dog must be stronger, more hard-wearing and have a more resistant surface than furniture for a person who lives alone. (1) any 2 (2) 

2.2.3 Furniture should be comfortable but also support the body. (1) Furniture must suit the user's size, age and limitations. (1) Ergonomically designed furniture is at the correct height for the person using it, ensuring that healthy posture and physical comfort are maintained. (1) Most designers use standard measurements when designing furniture. (1) However, the size of the room and the size of the people using the furniture should be considered when buying furniture. 3.1 The rest area (1) includes the private spaces such as the bedrooms and bathrooms. (1) The work area (1) covers areas where work is done such as the kitchen, garage, laundry, and space for hobbies (1) The social area (1) is the public and entertainment area of the home where the family and friends interact. The more people living in a home, (1) (6 marks)

(1)The kitchen is very small and there is not enough space for more than two people in the kitchen. (1) The furniture in the kitchen and lounge is arranged well and will not disturb the traffic patterns to the rest of the house. (1) The chairs fit well under the counter in the kitchen (1). Because there is no other room that needs access from the lounge except the kitchen the grouping of the furniture is well planned. (1) any 5 (5) 

3.6 Work area: Easy to enter from the social and rest areas (1) The pantry has only one door but it is not a problem because it will only be use by the family (1) There is also a door to the outside next to the kitchen (1)

Social area: Easily accessible (1) with enough space to move around (1) doors to the outside (1)

Rest area: all the bedrooms are easily accessible for the family (1) the bathroom is not easily accessible (1) because you have to walk through one of the bedrooms to get to the bathroom (1) (3x3) (9)
